	MAGTF LOGAIS v7.0 Install and Log In

	Date:   9 Sept 2003

Quick Notes Objective:  To provide the operational forces a concise guide on how to perform a specific task in MAGTF LOGAIS.




This Quick Note was written to provide further guidance to MAGTF LOGAIS users on how to install and run version 7.0.  Version 7.0 is a major upgrade from previous versions and adds a client-server capability to the software.  The same functionality of working a standalone database is still present in version 7.0, but the user also has the ability to share this database with other users.   MAGTF LOGAIS in the client-server mode runs on the existing local area network and in general does not require a dedicated computer to act solely as the server.  However, depending on the complexity and size of the plans and the needs of the unit the requirement may arise to dedicate a computer to this job.  

Although the ability to use MAGTF LOGAIS in the client-server environment is available for use in the garrision environment, the client-server requirement was built in order to support the AIT Shipboard Initiative.  Running MAGTF LOGAIS in the client-server environment allows the ship/phibron/landing force the opportunity to track the loading of equipment and personnel during the embarkation phase and the offloading of equipment and personnel during an amphibious operation.  

To prevent users from having to recreate all old version 6.4 plans, the operator should first export (file type: LOGAIS (.pex)) all of their necessary plans.  These plans can be imported into version 7.0 after installation.  It is not required to uninstall version 6.4 prior to installing version 7.0.  Both versions can be run on the same machine simultaneously.  This method is not recommended, but it may be necessary until users have completely transitioned to version 7.0.   To uninstall version 6.4, select Start | Programs | MAGTF II-LOGAIS6.4 | Uninstall.  

	Installation Instructions


1.  Place the installation CD into your CD-ROM drive.

2.  The Setup Program window opens briefly providing the operator with general information concerning the install program and the MAGTF II / LOG AIS applications.  No action is required in this window.  If you are operating under a Windows NT/2000 enviornment without administrator rights, a pop-up message box will be displayed informing the operator that FULL administrator rights are required and that the installation will terminate.

3.  The Choose Destination Location window (Figure 1) displays on the screen.  The default directory (C:\LOGAIS70) is visible under the text "Destination Folder".  This can be changed by clicking the browse button and selecting a different directory.  However, in most cases, the operator should leave the default setting.  If the operator decides to install on a drive other than "C:\", the operator must make sure that LOGAIS70 follows the drive letter, for example, D:\LOGAIS70.  If a directory such as "D:" or "D:\" is selected, the installer informs the operator of this when the NEXT button is clicked, then automatically

changes the path to that drive and creates the LOGAIS70 folder.  DO NOT SELECT a destination folder containing a space.  For example, the destination folders of "\Program Files"or "\Windows\Local Settings" will cause problems when importing or exporting in the applications.

    4.  In the Install Type window (Figure 2), the operator can select Server installation or Client/Standalone installation.  If the operator selects server installation, only the database, System Administrator, and server applications can be installed.  This type of installation is primarily for use on a machine with the sole purpose of acting as the MAGTF LOGAIS server.  Users will not be able run MDSS II, MAGTF II, or TCAIMS-MC directly on this machine.  Client/Standalone installation will give the user the capability of installing the database, System Administrator, server applications, MDSS II, MAGTF II, and TCAIMS-MC.  Even though the operator selects client/standalone installation, the machine can still act as a server.

5.  The installation will prompt the operator for a database name (Figure 3).  On a server installation, this will be the name of the database server (default:  computer name).  On a client installation, this will be the name of the database server you will connect to.

    
a.  Client install only - Enter the IP address of the server you will connect to.  This value is not required if the server resides on your local area network.


b.  Recommendation – Leave this blank and select NEXT.  By doing so, the default of 0.0.0.0 will be inserted.  Select NEXT.  The server name can always be inserted at a later date after installation

6.  In the Set Up Type window (Figure 4), the operator can select Typical or Custom.  If Custom is selected, the operator has the ability to select different components by clicking on the boxes next to the components listed to select [X] or unselect [ ] the components.  The database is automatically selected and the operator can not unselect the database.  If the operator fully installs MDSS II then realizes they also needed to install TC AIMS, the operator needs to uninstall then reinstall both applications.  If a tutorial(s) is selected to be installed, that particular tutorial CD will be required for installation.

7.  Read the information contained in the License Agreement window, then click the YES button to continue.

8.  Next, the operator has the ability to select the name of the program folder.  It is recommended that the default program folder name be used to avoid problems when running the applications.  The Start Copying File window displays the directory structure of the installation.  Click the NEXT button to begin the installation process.  If the operator clicks the CANCEL button, the installation process terminates.

9.  The Installation Status window displays the percentage of the installation that has been completed.  To stop the installation process, click on the CANCEL button.

10.  The operator is prompted to confirm whether or not to reboot the computer.  Click the YES button to reboot or the NO button to dismiss the reboot.  The operator should allow the computer to be rebooted.

11. The MAGTF II-LOGAIS 7.0 program group is created.  Click Start | Programs | MAGTF II-LOGAIS 7.0 | SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR to begin adding operators.

	Uninstall Instructions


1.  Export all necessary plans that the operator does not wish to rebuild. (File type: LOGAIS (.pex)).

2.  Check to insure that all MAGTF LOGAIS programs are closed.  If the server was running on the machine, check to make sure that the server has been shutdown.  If the SQL icon is still present in the tool bar of the lower right corner of the desktop, then a MAGTF LOGAIS program is still running.  Failing to shutdown all applications will result in an incomplete uninstall and will cause problems with future MAGTF LOGAIS installation.

3.  Select  Start | Programs | MAGTF II-LOGAIS7.0 | Uninstall.  The InstallShield Wizard (Figure 5) will then guide the operator through the uninstall process. 

	Local Log In


Logging into MAGTF LOGAIS using your local database is the same as version 6.4 with one exception which is the database name.

1.  The system administrator should first establish all user IDs on the MAGTF LOGAIS local database using System Administrator (See Adding a User below).

2.  On the same machine, the operator should open the application desired (MAGTF II, MDSS II, or TCAIMS).  Start | Programs | MAGTF LOGAIS 70 | ….

3.  Complete the login screen using the user ID assigned by the system administrator.  For an operator’s first time login, the password will be “welcome” unless it was changed in System Administrator.  The database name should be LOGAISLOCAL.  Select OK.  (Users logging in for the first time will be prompted to change their password.)

4.   The application will open connected to the local database.

	Network Log In


In order for a user to log into a MAGTF LOGAIS server database rather than the local database resident on the hard drive, the System Administrator must first start the MAGTF LOGAIS server.  Any machine with MAGTF LOGAIS version 7.0 has the ability to act as a server.  Acting as a server is only a matter of starting it and creating user Ids for all of the operators desiring to log on.  

1.  The system administrator should establish user IDs for all operators on the server database using System Administrator.

2.  The system administrator should start the server by selecting Start | Programs | MAGTF LOGAIS 7.0 | Start Database Server.  

3.  The Database Server Manager window (Figure 7) should appear displaying the default server name matching the computers name on the existing local area network.  If the operator would like to change the server name, select Edit Server Name.  Once the proper server name is established, select Start Server.

4.  Figure 8 should appear.  Once the server is started, this window will close and an icon labeled “SQL”  will appear in the Windows toolbar in the lower right hand corner of the screen.  This is your indication that the server is running.

5.  The operator can now log into the server database using any computer on the local area network with MAGTF LOGAIS installed.  In order to log into MAGTF LOGAIS on the actual server machine, the user must select a database name of LOGAISNETWORK with the proper server name.  Select Start | Program | MAGTF LOGAIS 7.0 | and the desired application.

6.  Complete the log in screen with a user ID and password established by the system administrator of the database you are logging into.  For database name, select LOGAISNETWORK (Figure 9).

7.  Whenever the database selected is LOGAISNETWORK, the user must ensure that the proper server name is also selected.  If the server that the operator desires to connect to is not present, click Add Server.  Complete the Add New Database Server window (Figure 10) with the correct information and select OK.  The server name should match the name specified by the system administrator when the server was started.  If there are two servers running on the same network with the same server name, the operator must specify the server IP address also.  Otherwise the server IP address can be left 0.0.0.0.  Description is not a mandatory field and can be left blank.

8.  Select the new Server Name in the log in screen and click OK.  This will connect the user to the server database.  In the lower left hand corner of the application window, the operator will see “Ready – Connected to Server Database (Name of the server)” (Figure 11).  Users should be aware that if the server is not a dedicated machine solely for holding the MAGTF LOGAIS database when the operator of that machine acting as the server logs out or shuts down the server will no longer be available.

	Client-Server Helpful Tips


1.  Only one user can have “Full Access” to a plan at a time.  All other users attempting to access the plan will receive a prompt (Figure 12) that another user is in the plan and that they will be viewing the plan with “Read Only” access.

2.  Plan Locking – Users have the capability to lock a plan by selecting File | Plan Set Up.  This will open the Plan Setup window (Figure 13).  Select Lock Plan under plan access management and complete the MAGTF LOGAIS Locking Plan window.  Once a plan is locked, users will not be able to gain “Full Access” to a plan until it is unlocked.  System Administrators do have the capability to administratively unlock plans in System Administrator.

	Adding a User


1.  Select Start | Programs | MAGTF II-LOGAIS7.0 | System Administrator.  Before logging into MAGTF II, MDSS II, or TCAIMS, users must first log into System Administrator in order to establish user accounts.  

2.  For first time log in, enter the following into the log in screen (Figure 6):

User ID:  dba



Password: sql



Database:  LOGAISLOCAL

and select OK.

3.  System Administrator application opens with the Add New User window displaying.  The first user entered will automatically have system administrator rights.  DBA | SQL will no longer be a valid login for system administration.  Tip:  User Ids should not contain any special characters (ie: Quotation marks, apostrophe, slashes, semi colons, etc.)  

4.  After completing the required information, user selects OK.  The password change window displays.  

5.  Enter a new password.  Tip:  minimum of 5 characters, invalid characters (a space, quotation marks, apostrophe, slashes, brackets, and semicolon)

6.  In the confirm box, retype the same desired password and select OK.  The first user ID has now been established.  

7.  To add other users, the system administrator select File | Access Management.  The ACCESS MANAGEMENT [PLAN VIEW] window displays.

8.  Click the CHANGE VIEW button in the upper left portion of the window.  The ACCESS MANAGEMENT [USER VIEW] window displays.

9.  Click the ADD button in the middle of the window.  The Add New User window displays.

10.  Enter the appropriate information (If the system administrator selects the check box for SYSTEM ACCESS, the user will be able to access the System Administrator application.)  and select OK. 

11.  The ACCESS MANAGEMENT [ USER VIEW] window redisplays listing the newly added user with the head icon colored according to their security level if not designated a system administrator.  The newly created user ID’s password will be WELCOME for the first log in.  When the user first logs in, he/she will be prompted to change the password.
