	MAGTF LOGAIS TECHDATA Review and Export

	Date:  25 April 2003

Quick Notes Objective:  To provide the operational forces a concise guide on how to perform a specific task in MAGTF LOGAIS.




This Quick Note was developed to help simplify the process of scrubbing key data fields in a Unit Deployment List (UDL).  It can be used as a quick reference when reviewing data.  The items selected are only representative of some of the most common supplies, equipment and vehicles Marine units have in their UDLs.  Each of these fields are listed in the Defense Transportation Regulation Part II (DOD 4500.9-R - http://public.transcom.mil/j4/j4lt/dtr.html).  Currently, the technical data in MAGTF LOGAIS is supported by the MAGTF Data Library (MDL).  For the most part, MDL is accurate when compared to the DTR.  However there are some erroneous codes that need to be corrected prior to conducting the Transportation Control Movement Document (TCMD) process.  It is imperative that users conduct a thorough review of their UDL to prevent unnecessary errors.

	Steps for changing TECHDATA


1. In MDSS II and TCAIMS (MC), select Tools | Reference Data.  The Reference Data window appears.

2. Select TECHDATA and select OK.  The TECHDATA table appears.

3. Select Edit | Find.  The Select Field to Find window appears.

4. Select the field to be searched and the items for which the user is searching.  Select OK. The TECHDATA table reappears showing the items matching the search.  

5. Scroll to the right to the field the user wishes to change and make the change.

6. Once the change is made select File | Save.  This will save changes made in TECHDATA.  

7. User should note that they are only changing the TECHDATA resident in the database on their computer.  If a plan is exported with changed data to be loaded into a second MAGTF LOGAIS database, the user should also export the TECHDATA.  Otherwise, the work of scrubbing the data will be lost.   Users should also be aware that simply changing the field in the UDL is not sufficient for the TCMD process.  Users must make changes in TECHDATA.  Once a change is made, a data trouble report (DTR) should be submitted to the user’s higher headquarters for review and forwarding to the MAGTF LOGAIS Project Office.  If this is not done, the TECHDATA resident in MAGTF LOGAIS will continue to be incorrect.

If the TECHDATA table on the user’s database is changed and the plan is exported, the TECHDATA must also be exported in order to load properly onto the new machine.  Steps for exporting the TECHDATA are below.

	Steps for exporting TECHDATA


1.   
In System Administration, select Interface | Reference Export.  The Reference Interface window appears.  

2. 
Highlight TECHDATA and select Add.  TECHDATA should appear in the box on the right.  Highlight TECHDATA in the box on the right.  Select Export.  The Export Reference Tables window appears.

3.
Give the file a name and select the destination drive.  Select OK.  An export status bar should appear showing the status of the export.  Upon completion, user will be notified of a successful export.
